What was your favorite part and why?

Did you like the ending? If not, how would you change it? Write your own ending.

If they are reading a Non-Fiction book ask them...

What do you think you will learn from this book?

What do you already know about this topic?

What questions do you have as you are reading?

What is the main idea of the text?

What is the author's purpose?

What text features were used in this text?

How did they help your understanding?

What did you learn from this text?

Do you have any questions after reading this?

Were there any unknown words in this text? How did you find out their meaning?
Where could you find more information on this topic?

Write a summary of this text- remember to include the main idea and supporting
details.

Help your child become a better writer by encouraging them to write
about what they read in a reader’s notebook, or journal.
